REGULATION TITLE: UWF/REG-3.002 Admission to Graduate Programs and Post-
Baccalaureate Professional Students.

PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose and effect of the amendment is to update the current
regulation to reflect recent changes in the governing Florida Board of Governors’ regulation.

SUMMARY:: In June 2008 the Florida Board of Governors amended its regulation 6.003,
“Admission of Graduate and Post-baccalaureate Professional Students” allowing each State
University System institution greater flexibility regarding admission criteria in its graduate
programs. The proposed amendment to UWF/REG 3.002 reflects general changes in the
Graduate Admissions process and updates outdated references and contact information.
