Department of Physics
BY-LAWS
The Department's primary functions are providing quality instruction in Physics, conducting relevant research, and performing timely public service. In order to accomplish these goals, the following By-laws are instituted: 

1. The Department shall be under the supervision of a chairperson who will, with the support, input, and concurrence of the faculty, lead all the activities of the Department. 

2. The faculty, along with the chair, shall be responsible for generating/updating/ modifying a strategic planning document for the Department. This should be compatible with the general plans of the university and college. 

3. The Department will hold bi-weekly faculty/staff meetings as far as possible. All academic/student related matters shall be discussed in the faculty meeting. The minutes of the meeting shall be recorded, typed, and circulated (within five working days) by the secretary. 

4. All academic related matters that need to be channeled to the college dean shall be done through/with the concurrence of the chair. 

5. The request for university support through oco/expense accounts shall be prepared by the chair with the input from the faculty. 

6. Program revisions/course development/curriculum design for new tracks shall be done by the faculty. 

7. Program evaluation will be conducted periodically (2 years) with input from faculty, students, alumni, and potential employers. 

8. Faculty promotions/tenure recommendations will be conducted with input from all the tenured faculty members in the Department.
