This is a call for Systemic Project proposals to be funded from the technology fee.  The purpose of the technology fee, as defined by Florida Statutes, is to enhance instructional technology resources for students and faculty.  
As defined by the Technology Fee Task Force (Guiding Principles attached), Systemic Projects are instructional technology enhancements that have unit/college-wide or university-wide scope and that support enhancements to instructional technology resources including (but not limited to):
        Computer hardware and software,
        Classroom technology,
        Computer lab facilities,
        Technology infrastructure used in teaching and learning,
        Instructional delivery platforms such as eLearning.uwf.edu,
        Databases and library resources,
        Support services for instructional technology, and 
        Support for academic innovation.
The following are specifically excluded:
        Administrative information systems,
        Technology support for administrators, 
        Business process improvement, and
        Administrative reporting functions.
 
The Technology Fee Task Force also established the following principles/restrictions that apply to Systemic Projects:
        Pursuant to statute, the technology fee must be used for enhancements and should therefore not be used to offset any budget reductions.
        The technology fee should not duplicate items funded from other resources and fees.  This specifically includes the distance learning fee, equipment fee, and materials and supplies fee.
        Annual reports will be required and due at the end of each fiscal year.
        Unused funding for projects will be returned to the source of origination.
Funding requests should be made by submitting a proposal that addresses each of the ten items on the attached template no later than January 31, 2011.  Please submit your requests to Brian Whitney (bwhitney@uwf.edu).   After the deadline, the proposals will be evaluated and prioritized.  Once the evaluation process is complete, I will announce the Systemic Projects funded to the University community.  
A call for Instructional Technology Enhancement Projects (ITEPs) will occur in the Spring.
