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Objectives

e To locate Wall Street Journal from the library
homepage.

e To locate materials on the future of a specific
industry.

e To write a proper APA citation for materials
found in the database.
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From the library home page, we are going to learn how to log in to the Wall
Street Journal database.










If you are off campus and cannot get past the search page in MetaLib, log in
to ARGUS, click on the My Campus tab, and start again.



This is the advanced search screen for Wall Street Journal, which is the
default screen. You can see that it is a product of ProQuest, which we have
visited previously. As you might remember from an earlier tutorial, there are
search tips from this and other pages.



We will begin our search with keyword industry search terms which we have
found to be successful in our previous database searches and the keyword
trends to locate future trends for our industry. Notice that | have changed
the date range to the last 12 months because | want the most current
information available on this particular topic. Also, unlike the ABI/Inform
Global search, | have changed the search parameter to “Citation and
document text.” This should provide more articles.



Let's look at the top of the search screen first. ProQuest is providing us with
some suggestions for other searches. If you are not having much luck
finding information, you might want to try one of these options. We have 16
total results. Some of these are the same as in the ABI/Inform Global

results.



| have clicked to the next screen and would like to take a look at article 13.
Notice that the only option is the full text HTML format.



Again, you can print or email the document. If this article contains exactly
the TYPE of information you are seeking, there is an important link to the
right of the abstract and that is the Find more documents like this. If you

click this link you will obtain more results very similar to this article. Let's try
the citation.






As we did with ABI/Inform Global, we are going to do a search by NAICS
code. This time we are going to take out the word “trends” and just see what
we get with just the NAICS code.



WOW! We have 164 documents located for this broad search. Obviously
there are some advantages and disadvantages to this broad type of search.
We did obtain more results, but now we have to look through them all.
Please try it both ways for your industry.
