Military Corner 
POST 9/11 GI BILL: A new GI Bill has been enacted 
into law.  Many post 9/11 veterans and service-members 
will soon be eligible for a new package of education 
benefits. This new Post 9/11 GI Bill will be the most 
comprehensive education benefits package since the 
original GI Bill was first signed into law in 1944. 
 
The new bill goes well beyond helping to pay for tuition.  
Many veterans who served after Sept. 11, 2001 will get 
full tuition and fees, a new monthly housing stipend, and 
a $1,000 a year stipend for books and supplies.  The 
new bill also gives Reserve and Guard members who 
have been activated for more than 90 days since 9/11 
access to the same GI Bill benefits. Post 9/11 GI Bill 
benefits are payable for training pursued on or after 
August 1, 2009. No payments can be made under 
this program for training pursued before that date.
