Inside Front Cover The Ten Principles of Arms Control By Bruce W.
MacDonald. The United States has a continued commitment to the prin-
ciple of equitable, verifiable and stabilizing arms control agreements. But,
as Mr. MacDonald of the U.S. Department of State points out, the world
has not yet evolved to the point where good intentions and lofty purposes
are enough to reach such agreements.

Political Profit By Alfred G. Cuzan. The author analyzes the taxing and
spending powers of democracies and dictatorships, or what economist
Franz Oppenheimer defined as “the political means” with its two laws: pol-
itical redistribution and hierarchical centralization. Mr. Cuzan argues that
socialism and dictatorships are correlated; that the greater the centraliza-
tion of the state the greater its capacity to expand its power; and that the
greater the scope of the state the more economical it becomes to central-
ize the government—with force if necessary. Thus, he concludes, dicta-
torship and socialism converge in despotism.

Reassessment and Redirection in American Political Thought By John
McClaughry. The Senior White House Policy Adviser argues that the
American society needs “a new—or rather, a rehabilitated—ideology
that can serve both as a description of actual political belief and as a
guide to political action by informed citizens. It must be an ideology that
rises above the inherited confusion of liberal versus conservative.” Mr.
McClaughry proposes such an ideology and calls it “civic humanism.”

Don't Tread on Me: U.S. Public Opinion and Foreign Policy in the
Eighties By Bruce Russett and Donald R. Deluca. The authors cite
data which clearly indicate that Americans have returned to a much more
assertive posture in world affairs and have a widespread determination to
rebuild American military capabilities and to defend their perceived inter-
ests abroad. The data also suggest some reasons for the turnabout in
attitudes.

Japan and the Western Alliance in the 1980s By Richard L. Sneider.
The former U.S. Minister to Japan and Ambassador to the Republic of
Korea writes that the goal of U.S.-Japan relations is a balanced, equal
partnership, “but without a full security partnership this objective will not
be achieved.” Mr. Sneider calls for a new conceptual framework that will
contribute to, rather than threaten, the overall relationship. “The time has
come to escape from the adversary nature of the defense dialogue.”

Jackson Pollock and Jazz: Structural Parallels By Chad Mandeles.
Jackson Pollock was not the first American painter to feel the expressive
power of jazz. But in Pollock’s case there is an essential parallel between
the structural principles of his art and those of jazz. The parallel comes in
part out of Pollock’s interest in “primitive arts"—a resource long open to
painters and musicians alike.
