Kimball originated the endowment
fund in 2001 and has generously supported it since then. With
anticipated matching gifts from the State of Florida, the endowment
fund is expected to grow to at least $1.6 million.

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he Admiral John H. Fetterman State of Florida
Maritime Museum and Research Center will serve as
an educational and research facility that will provide
unique opportunities for learning and investigation
for Northwest Florida and beyond. Designated by the
Florida legislature in 2006 as Florida’s statewide public maritime
museum and named to honor the late Admiral Jack Fetterman, the
maritime museum will be a centerpiece of the Vince Whibbs Sr.
Community Maritime Park in downtown Pensacola. The museum
will be owned and operated by the University of West Florida.

The museum will provide opportunities to support children’s
reading/literacy programs, public lectures and workshops for all
ages, a venue for maritime-related art, model building and on-
water educational programs. Also, as a major tourist destination,
it will be a wonderful complement to the National Museum of
Naval Aviation Museum and Historic Pensacola and will result in
substantial economic impact/development for Pensacola.

Estimated to encompass 50,000 square feet with a projected
cost of $18 million, the museum will be constructed primarily
with charitable gifts to the UWF Foundation and matched dollar
for dollar through Florida’s Courtelis Matching program, which is
available to state universities. Thus, the goal is to raise $9 million
in gifts, which would result in $9 million in state matching funds.
Upon construction of the museum, it is expected that the state will
provide basic operating and maintenance funds to help sustain
the museum.

Honorary campaign chairs include Sen. John McCain; Sen.
Bill Nelson; New Orleans Saints owner Tom Benson; David
Hartman; Nancy Fetterman; Miller Caldwell, National Campaign
chair; and John Cavanaugh, UWF Chair. As of January 2007
approximately half of the needed private funds had been gifted
or pledged.

UWF has engaged a nationally known museum designer
to develop conceptual plans and programming ideas for the
museum. It is anticipated that museum construction will begin in
2008, and the museum will open in 2009 in conjunction with the
450th anniversary of Tristan De Luna’s establishing Pensacola as
the first New World settlement.
