Insurance Requirements for International Exchange Programs

In order to participate in University sponsored international exchange programs, all participants, all participants, both students and non-students, must show proof of health/accident insurance coverage for the period of travel outside the United States. You should also have insurance coverage within the U.S. which will cover subsequent treatment for an accident or illness which may have originated abroad.
Many standard health/accident insurance policies issued in the U.S. do not provide the same coverage for foreign travel as they do for daily activity in the U.S. You should check with your insurance company prior to departure to verify coverage while traveling in a foreign country. In particular, many policies do not provide coverage for “emergency medical evacuation” to an alternate treatment site should required treatment be unavailable or for “repatriation of remains” in case of death.    
If you are a student, you are required to purchase the International Student Identification, which provides basic health/accident coverage including emergency evacuation and repatriation. All applicants for exchange programs must check one of the following and sign below indicating that the University of West Florida, by way of this notice, has informed you about insurance requirements for participation in an international exchange program.
