• Extra long twin sheets (36” x 80”) & bedding, including mattress cover and pillow 
• Surge protectors/Power strips 
• Bath and toiletry supplies, toilet paper, towels, shower supplies, cleaning supplies, shower mat, 

plunger 
• Television with TV cable, Computer, Alarm clock 
• Telephone 
• Supplies for light food preparation, small Foreman Grill and/or an electric skillet with a cover, 

coffee maker, toaster oven, and can opener 
• First Aid Kit, thermometer 
• Flashlight/batteries 
• Waste basket 
• Umbrella 
• Ethernet cable 
• Hangers 
• Quarters for laundry machines 
• Study/desk lamp (non-halogen) 
• Shower curtain and hooks 
• Small vacuum 
• Iron/small ironing board 
• Pushpins, masking tape-easily removable, painters tape (large holes and marks on the walls are 

prohibited)

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Things to Leave at Home 
 
(This list is not intended to be exhaustive in nature, simply provides guidelines for living 
in a community environment): 
 

• Pets (except for fish in tanks no larger than 10 gallons) 
• Halogen lamps 
• Excessive amplified equipment and percussion  instruments 
• Weapons of any type including decorative, inert, demilitarized or non-lethal weapons: knives, 

sabers, rapiers, artillery or ordnance, bow & arrow, firearms, stun guns, grenades, water guns, 
ammunition, paintball guns and any other weapon-like devices) 

• Fireworks, candles, incense, chemicals or illegal substances,  
• Toasters, hot plates and other items with open elements or open flames 
• Concrete blocks and bricks 
• Darts/Dart boards, other game-like items which have potential to cause property damage 
• Waterbeds 
• Free weights 
• Paint/Wallpaper/Boarders/Paint supplies 
• Multi-plug adaptors 
• Refrigerator (one is provided) 
• Microwave (one is provided) 
• Space heater 
• Nails/screws/thumbtacks 
• Double-sided tape 
• Scuba tanks and equipment/spear guns/other knives 
• Grills, grilling items, flammable items/liquids/hazardous liquids or chemicals 
• Liquor/Alcohol and empty liquor/alcohol bottle collections are prohibited 
• Antennas/Satellite dish or other such equipment 
• Road signs
