HEALTH INSURANCE IS REQUIRED FOR ALL INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS (F and J)

You must have a health insurance policy which meets State of Florida regulations.  If you purchase a policy other than Gallagher Koster, the carrier recognized by UWF, you must have your insurance company complete the attached Health Insurance Compliance Form. 

· F-1 degree-seeking students must provide proof of coverage for an entire academic year (August – August), at least seven (7) days before classes begin in August of each year
· F-1 Intensive English Program students must provide proof of coverage for the entire duration of their program dates as shown on the Form I-20
· J-1 students, scholars, professors and researchers, and all J-2 dependents must provide proof of coverage for the entire duration of their program dates as shown on the Form DS-2019

NOTE: YOU WILL NOT BE ABLE TO REGISTER, ENROLL, OR CONTINUE YOUR PROGRAM AT UWF UNLESS YOU ARE INSURED!
