From Tallahassee, take I-10 West to Pensacola. Take the Davis Hwy. exit (#13), turn right heading North on Davis
Hwy. Turn left onto University Parkway. Follow University Parkway approximately 3 miles until it dead ends
into campus. Turn left at campus entrance following University Parkway around a horseshoe to the right. As you
reach the top of the hill, the Center for Fine and Performing Arts, Building 82 is on your right (it is the tallest
building on campus). Turn right into the parking lot immediately after the CFPA. Enter the CFPA main lobby and
follow the signs to the Music Wing.

Meals

All participants will receive a meal card. The card enables students to select a breakfast, lunch, & dinner in the
school cafeteria.
