
Thanks for your interest in getting certified through UWF SCUBA Club.  Below are some answers to commonly asked questions.  Please take a look and let Nate or myself know if you have any others.

The cost is $180.00 which includes your membership dues in the SCUBA Club.  Your membership in the club allows you unlimited use of BC’s, regulators, and tanks that the club owns.  The club also reimburses you a 25% for any boat fees that you may incur while diving in the future as a member.

If you are already certified the cost is $99.00 to refresh.   Club dues are above and beyond that price.

The tuition includes your books, admin fees, tanks, bcs, regs, weight, and wetsuit.

For the pool session and the open water dives you will need to have your own mask, fins, snorkel, and booties.  MBT Divers on Barrancas Ave is the shop we use as a club.  (Tell them you are a UWF student and they will give you a discount) This gear is yours to keep and use in the future.

The first Saturday (Oct 3) is the academic portion which lasts about 5 or so hours. The next day on Sunday (Oct 4) we will learn the skills in the pool.  The next Saturday (Oct 10) we will do our open water dives where you demonstrate the skills in open water.  Sunday (Oct 11) is another day of open water dives.  We usually try to go to the beach and dive but if the surf is to rough we go to the springs.  Carpooling is always an option and recommended.  If we have to go to the springs there is a $19.00 admission fee for each person.  

It is a NAUI certification.  You will be certified to dive to a max of 130ft although during the class no depths will be over about 20-25.  (45 ft might be reached if we do our open water dives at the springs)

Payment can be made by check to Michael Day, the instructor, or cash (receipt will be given) to either I or Nate the SCUBA Club president.  Contact us to set up a meet.  You may also wait until the first meeting on Saturday.  It is recommended that you don’t wait so I can order the correct amount of books from NAUI.  You can get your gear at any time as long you have it by the first Sunday.  We usually caravan/ carpool down to MBT after the academic portion on Saturday (Oct 3) to get gear as a group.
