The Internship in Public Health (6 sh) is the capstone experience for the MPH and provides field experience in a public health related area that requires a written report on the research conducted, and oral defense of the conclusions and recommendations included in the report. This course is taken after all of the core courses and no fewer than 9 hr of electives have been completed. In addition to this capstone component for assessment of student performance in the MPH, an exit survey will be completed by all students graduating from the program to capture those who “place out” of the capstone course.
