Antecedent Package

A Involve the modification of
situational events that typically
precede the occurrence of a target
behavior

A Alterations are made to increase the
likelihood of success or reduce the
likelihood of problems occurring




Environmental Arrangement
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Room arrangement has clearly defined visual
boundaries for specific activities, allows
for supervision of all students at all times;
and prevents or minimizes problem
~ behaviors
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Individual workstations are arranged left
right or topbottom, and tell how much
wor k, what work, when
next. Materials in workstations are varied
from day to day and are educationally and
functionally related
