Attendance when working on a production is mandatory.  You must be at every rehearsal or work call you are scheduled to attend.  It is expected that you will be at the theatre ready to go at the call time.  That usually means that you will need to arrive 5 to 15 minutes early to get ready for the call, whatever it takes for you to be ready on time.  Absences or tardiness will be considered on a case-by-case situation, but should only happen in an extreme situation.  Missing a performance or being consistently late is grounds for an ‘F’ for that assignment.
