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MINI-LESSON:
A dangling modifier is created when the noun or idea being modified is left out of the sentence. The modified term must be openly provided in the sentence. Knowing intuitively what is being modified does not make a correct sentence.

Example: 

Incorrect: Once in college, my grades constantly improved. 

This sentence says that my grades were once in college. The fact that we know that I was the one in college and not my grades is not enough. The pronoun must be in the sentence.

Correct: Once in college, I constantly improved my grades.


 Once I was in college, my grades constantly improved.
