Mini-Lesson: Within a given sentence, objective case pronouns (me, him, her, and them) relate to other words in various ways.  The following chart shows the five different functions of objective case pronouns.

	EXAMPLE:    DIRECT OBJECT                             We fed the neighbors and them.



INDIRECT OBJECT


They taught Jill and us a lesson.



OBJECT OF PREPOSITION

She gave the message to him and Mom. 



SUBJECT OF INFINITIVE

They wanted me and Chris to stay.



OBJECTIVE OF INFINITIVE
Ask John to tell him and Susan.




Errors on pronoun case often occur when a pronoun is used in conjunction with another noun.

Example:
WRONG
They invited my husband and I for the weekend. 

                         RIGHT
They invited my husband and me for the weekend.

Note: When my husband and is mentally omitted, the objective form me is clearly the correct pronoun (“They invited me for the weekend”).
